Poetry West is an organization dedicated to the education, encouragement, and
support of writers and poets, and poetry in our community. The mission is
accomplished at myriad community events through public poetry education
workshops for writers, publication and public readings and performances.

Poetry West is a registered nonprofit corporation under the law of Colorado, entity
identification number 19871603413, “organized exclusively for charitable, educational,
and scientific purposes, including for such purposes the making of distributions to
organizations that qualify as exempt organizations as under section 501(c)(3) of the B
S. Internal Revenue Code or corresponding section of any future federal tax code,”

and shall enjoy the right to engage in any activities allowed by Colorado and the IRS

for approved nonprofit organizations.
ARTICLEI - NAME
The name of this organization shall be Poetry West.

ARTICLE Il - PURPOSE

The purpose of Poetry West as stated in the articles of incorporation, January 1985, is
to provide literary education in poetry and a forum for beginning, emerging, and
established poets and writers.

ARTICLE III - LOCATION

All historical records will be kept in the archives at Colorado College Library,
Colorado Springs, Colorado. Meetings and workshops will be held at various locations
in Colorado Springs and the Pikes Peak region.

ARTICLE IV — MEMBERS

SECTION 1. CATEGORIES OF MEMBERSHIP. There shall be two (2) categories
of membership in Poetry West:

Members in good standing who have paid current dues
shall be recognized for all benefits of membership.
